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December Meeting Summary

Larry Tipton opened the meeting at about 6:40 and
welcomed the members and guests who came out
this evening. He covered the standard
administrative comments and details in his
opening remarks. Ken Cox updated the members
on the current status of the Club Board,
introducing the new members who had been
elected at the November meeting: Dick Menendez
as Treasurer and James Griffiths as Secretary. Ken
then addressed the Club’s financial situation and
encouraged everyone to consider being a little
more generous when they filled the Donations
bucket. At this point, Juan Giraud spoke and
suggested that the Club should certainly think
about raising our membership dues, citing that
they had not changed for at least the last 6-7
years. The group agreed, and there was a motion
from the floor that the membership fees should be
raised $5.00 for each category. At the same time,
the members said that the membership period
should run from January to December, rather than
using the staggered system now in place. Following
a unanimous voice vote, it was approved that
beginning in January 2025, new and renewing
memberships would now be: Single - $25.00 and
Family - $35.00.
